She is slowly 
being pushed to the outskirts of society, then accidentally runs 
into the great love of her youth. 

Woman at War (Drama/Comedy-Norway) 2018

If Beale Street Could Talk (Romantic Drama-USA) 2018 
 
Based on the 1975 book by James Baldwin.  Set in Harlem, the 
lives of childhood friends and lovers, Fonny and Tish,  take a 
drastic turn when he is falsely accused of rape and she sets out 
to prove his innocence. 
 

Capharnaum (Drama-Lebanon) 2018 
 
The story of the Syrian refugee crisis in Lebanon through the 
eyes of a young Syrian boy living in a Beirut slum.  After 
running away from his negligent parents, committing a violent 
crime and being sentenced to 5 years in jail, the hardened 
streetwise 12 year old boy sues his parents in protest of the 
life they have given him.
